_Phillip D & Loraine S Vogel Subdivision Plan ref# 290,103.00-130.000

Discussion: Darrin Foster reviewed change in plan from 3 to 2 lots due to limited approval of septic sites.  Eliminating boundary line between lot 2 and lot 3 was the only change to plan.  There were no questions from the planning board.  Paul, Bob, and Annette accepted changes.

-Correspondence: Mike Rhoades submitted 2 letters from DEP regarding the Planning Module for Land Development on Josephine Swails Subdivision and Charles Potter Subdivision.  Both Subdivision plans have similar language that require residual tract waiver language to be present on plan ie.”The Residual Tract Waiver language should replace the Non-building Waiver statement on the plot plan.  Please change the language on the plot plan according to the module directions on page 5 prior to recording this subdivision plan in the courthouse.” From Swails subdivision plan submitted Sept. 19, 2006.   More of a state requirement from the sewage facility act requiring the new language.  Questioned if related to component 1 regarding marginal soil testing.

Mike Rhodes will continue to probe reason for language change.  

-Open Space Residential Design Development

Discussion:  Public discussion continued concerning making open space development optional, increasing the number lots trigger and how do go about picking that number, water guarantee, liability issues, various ownership options with the open space, encouraging development discussion of pros and cons with still the limitations of no existing public water or sewer- would be the developer’s responsibility. Comment made that cluster development already exists on the books, but further discussion pointed out that present wording is outdated and has problems.
