Rettew- Mike reviewed the more than 30 comments.

No Perry County Planning Commission comments.

Action: No action taken pending plan updates.

-Poultry manure: Jeremy Potter produced photos of poultry manure piles located on the old Potter property causing a very smelly situation in that area. 

Jeremy was directed to the Perry County Conservation Office for review of PA regulations relating to manure dispersement SOPs. 

-Open Space Residential Design Development

Discussion: 

Rettew-Mike and Frank facilitated a laptop/projector screen presentation. The WTPC was silent for more than 90 minutes as Rettew-Frank responded to the pros and cons, question and answer session with the visitors. By the end of the session there was silence in the room.

-Some visitor concerns noted:

Open Space management styles, open space taxes, perception of encouragement to develop, high development costs, optional participation, open for Colonial Park style development, backyards along roadways, public water and sewer systems.

-The WTPC used the ‘Draft 03/26/07_rec.doc’ ordinance as a reference to review many visitor comments as noted since the June 4, 2007 public hearing.

1. By a four to one (Dave Mills not agreeing) vote, the WTPC agreed to increase the lot# trigger for implementing the ordinance from 6 units to 15 units. The idea is to limit larger developers but not tie up what is considered a more normal process. Trigger not meant to be optional since revising this number.

2. The Concept Plan/Minimum Required Open Space percentages page 10 were adjusted lower to CF 60%, AR 45%, R1 35%, R2 30%

3. The Applicability/Water Supply and Sewage Disposal page 5 paragraph was revised to read: Open Space Residential Developments shall be served by a water supply and sewage disposal system in accordance with the provisions of the WT-SALDO and any state or federal regulations.

4. The Concept Plan/Residential and Building Area Design Standards/Yard Regulations page 11 Side yard was modified to read 15ft each side.

5. Page 14, General Standards for Open Space Design, paragraph 5; Edited to read ‘Healthy woodlands, particularly those performing important ecological functions such as soil stabilization and protection of streams, wetlands and wildlife habitats.’

6. Page 17, General Standards for Open Space Design, paragraph 15; 2nd Sentence was edited to read; ‘Existing aboveground utility facilities, including substations and rights-of-ways may traverse required open space areas but shall not count toward the minimum required open space.’

Action:

Rettew-Frank to research info on Sewage disposal/plant /package systems and Common ownership of Open Space.

Rettew-Mike to research info on Subdivision Rights/Parent Tract/Deed Restriction limitations and verbiage for a plan note. Objective is to preserve the rights/options of the parent tract. Mike will update Draft ordinance and provide an electronic copy for the WTPC.

J.C.Smith to comment on the DEP verbiage of: Request for Planning Waiver and Non-building Declaration vs. Residual Tract Waiver Request. (township responsibilities)

Sewer systems relating to the Open Space Residential Development are a topic of interest for the WTPC to Mr. Smith. (Types of systems and SEO certifications needed)

Barry Schrope suggested a review of the WT Zoning Ordinance, General Regulations sect.1420 Cluster Option.
